own, original artwork
¢ Any media can be used: pencil, crayon, colored pencil, marker, paint, oil pastels, etc...
e The back of each entry must include:
o Artist’s first and last name
o Atrtist’s school and grade
o The full name, phone number and signature of the artist’s parent or guardian, which signifies
consent that their child's artwork may be reproduced and displayed, and that the name, school
and grade of the artist may be used in PR and communications
e All entries must be received by 5:00 p.m. on Friday, March 24, 2023 in one of the following ways:
